A very attractive wine with great freshness and zing! The memorable hot sum-
mer of 2003 has resulted in one of the fruitiest wines from Nyetimber. 
On the palate, all three grape varieties are in evidence, but Chardonnay is 
to the fore at the moment. Concentrated in fruit flavours of pink grape-
fruit, melon and apricots, the wine displays a pure minerality and is typically 
complex and well balanced.

A lovely bright straw yellow colour with hints of green and a fine bead with 
delicate mousse. 
The nose displays powerful flavours of lemon and baked apple, jasmine, but-
ter and vanilla with hints of caramel and marzipan.  
There is a clean fresh green apple entry on the palate quickly followed by 
classic Chardonnay characters of baked lemon and minerals. The mousse is 
soft and gives a lovely delicacy to the wine. The long finish is buttery and 
toasty - a sophisticated and elegant wine.
